EUROPEAN SNOOKER CHAMPIONSHIP 

 and U16, U18, U21 Snooker Championships 

1st – 14th March 2026, GANDIA – SPAIN 
Dear Members, 

  

On behalf of the EBSA Board of Directors and the Real Federaciòn Española de Billar (RFEB), I have pleasure in 

inviting you to send players to take part in the European Snooker Championship and U16, U18, U21 Snooker 

Championships that will be held at the Gandia Palace Hotel, from the 1st to the 14th of March 2026 in the city 

of Gandia/Spain. 

 

PLAYERS:  

From Monday 22nd December 2025 you will find on the EBSA website www.ebsa.tv the Entry Form and 

Travel and Accommodation Form which need to be filled in as instructed for a maximum entry of: 

Five (5) players for the Under 16s Championship (players must be 16 or under on 31st August 2026).  

Five (5) players for the Under 18s Championship (players must be 18 or under on 31st August 2026). 

Five (5) players to the Under 21s Championship (players must be 21 or under on 31st August 2026).  

Five (5) players to the European Snooker Championship (players must be aged 12 at start of the 

championship). 

All Championships are Mixed Gender 

 

Special information for the U16 Championships: Each member country will be able to receive one free entry 

to the Under 16’s Championship.  

 

Under 16s and U18s Championships: Rule Amendment – Foul and a Miss: Following the 2025 Annual 

General Meeting, both the U16s and U18s Championships will play with an amended rule. Foul and Miss 

will be limited to a maximum of three attempts. After a 3rd consecutive miss, the option will be to (1) ask  

opponent to play again from the position left (2) play themself from the position left or (3) play from in-

hand from within the “D”. This will only be applied up to the Final. 

 

Please use the username and password that you’ve received to fill in the forms ‘Online’.  

All participants, including referees and supporters, must be on the Travel and Accommodation form.  

 

CLOSING DATE FOR PLAYERS ENTRIES: Sunday 8th February 2026 (Midnight, GMT) 

 

Very important: Final confirmation of number of players must be sent to the EBSA before Sunday 

8th February 2026 (Midnight, GMT). After this date, National Associations will be responsible to pay 

the number of players they have entered in the online entry system. 
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According to the EBSA/WPBSA agreement, the U21 winner and the European Snooker 

Championship’s winner will be nominated for the 2026/2028 Main Professional Tour. 

 

PAYMENT OF ENTRY FEES: 

Entry Fees should be paid at the tournament office in cash in Gandia/Spain. Alternatively National 

Associations, if they wish, they can transfer the amount of entry fees to the EBSA bank account before the 

closing dates of entries. Please refer to the updated EBSA Championship Conditions for further information. 

Online payment for the Entry must be done by (NGB) National Associations only. No payment will be 

accepted online from individual players. Please fill the online Entry Form on the www.ebsa.tv website. For 

further information, please feel free to contact the (EBSA Tournament Coordinator) 

maxime.cassis@gmail.com before the closing date. 

 

REFEREES:  

A maximum of 30 international referees will be invited by the RFEB for the EBSA Championships, including 

8 referees also being selected to referee at the WPBSA Q-Tour Play-offs immediately after the EBSA 

Championships. As usual, any referees wishing to have single occupancy will be required to pay 50% of the 

full cost of a Twin room for the duration of their stay. Accommodation will be provided on a full-board 

basis, with 2 referees sharing a twin room. Referees travelling to Gandia will receive from the EBSA an 

allowance of €300 to help them with their travel costs. Referees must be members of their National 

Association and will be confirmed by the EBSA Referees Committee.  

 

VERY IMPORTANT: Referees who are selected to referee only at EBSA Championships will be 

expected to arrive on Saturday 28th and depart on 13th March.  The 8 Referees who are selected to 

stay for the conclusion of the EBSA Championship Finals and to referee at the WPBSA Q-Tour Play-

Offs, will have accommodation provided until 17th March 2026 and must depart on 18th 

March).  When sending your nomination, please also indicate whether your nominated referee(s) wish 

to be considered for (1) EBSA Championships only or (2) EBSA and WPBSA Championships.  When 

EBSA make the selection of referees (after the published closing date), EBSA will confirm which 

championship(s) your referee(s) has been selected for. Once selections are confirmed by EBSA, please 

remember to enter referee’s Travel information to the online Travel and Accommodation Form.   
 

CLOSING DATE FOR REFEREE NOMINATIONS: Sunday 4th January 2026.
